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Introduction:

Given the importance of the valuable role played by  the Yemeni civil society organizations and as a neutral party to pursue the truth and to expose it, in order to present them to those who are seeking  justice and truth in the local and the international community without discrimination, and given the many rumors about the existence of gross violations of human rights and criminal offenses occurred in the arena of sit-ins and demonstrations in Yemen since the beginning of 2011, as well as for damage to adjacent neighborhoods and nearby yards sit-ins in the general areas of Yemen. And sensing of targets established by the Commission, a legal working  group was formed   to go on the ground  for the fact-finding in the affected areas in Sana'a and Taiz, in order to identify the real situation, what is going on there and to see the damage taking place in full transparency and  neutrality and to clarify  that to the world.
Now more than any times before, the Yemeni civil societies are requested to play the (neutral partner) role
 to ensure the commitment to the current constitutional legitimacy and to enroot the principles of Democracy, political parties' pluralism, equality and good governance, and in light of the political well of the Yemeni  leadership to make democratic changes, and to enhance the protection and the development of human rights,  the Yemeni NGO's find a way to improve the Yemeni conditions in all walks of life, especially in the field of democracy, enhancing human rights within the  principles of  Integrity, objectivity and full transparency, dialogue and constructive cooperation. The Yemeni NGO's are hoping that a parallel shadow report is prepared on the Yemeni conditions with full transparency and honesty that would enable them to evaluate the activities of the Yemeni government, then would also implement the recommendations and the aid that would elevate the Yemeni people's human rights and would achieve the desired hopes.
Based on the committee's belief on the connected chains of human rights, development, and respect of human rights in Yemen, hence with this report it is launching its supervisory role over the sincerity of the Yemeni government reports about the conditions in Yemen. In order to know the level of its commitment with local and international human rights in reality. In addition, this report, will benefit the Yemeni government, the international Community, the international donors, and the local and the international human rights agencies in standing before the facts of the current Yemeni political crisis since the begging of 2011, as well as, the challenges and the problems that face Yemen and the achieved positives and the shortcomings, in order to strengthen the positives and to correct the challenges and the negatives to avoid them in the future within a comprehensive support for the Yemeni conditions and it's international obligations.
First: The report preparation  methodology
- On March 15th,2011 , the chairman of the Yemeni laborers  syndicate,  the head of (PARTENERS) , has issue a decree for the establishment  and the duties of the Popular Committee for fact finding in the serious crimes committed in Yemen since the begging of 2011 until the end of March 2011. The committee has immediately started its work due to the important role of the Yemeni NGOs as neutral party seeking after the truth and revealing it to those who want them without any discrimination, given the many rumors about the existence of gross violations of human rights and criminal offenses occurred in the arena of sit-ins and demonstrations in Yemen since the beginning of 2011, as well as for damage to adjacent neighborhoods and nearby yards sit-ins in the general areas of Yemen. And sensing of targets established by the Commission, a legal working  group was formed   to go on the ground  for the fact-finding in the affected areas in Sana'a and Taiz, in order to identify the real situation, what is going on there and to see the damage taking place in full transparency and  neutrality and to clarify  that to the world.

- The committee has based its work on independent and honest analysis for the parties' commitment with national laws, the international human rights law, and the International human law within the internal political conflict in Yemen. In addition, the committee based its work on the international investigation criteria of the United Nations.
- The committed has adopted a comprehensive methodology in collecting the information and opinions. The methods of collecting the information are as follows:

1. Reviewing reports from different sources.

2. Conducting interviews with victims, witnesses, and other individuals who have relative information.

3. Conducting field visits to specific locations in Yemen where incidents have taken place at.

4. Analyzing videos, and photos including photos captured by artificial  consequences.
5. Reviewing medical reports related to victims injuries.
6. Weapons analysis and immunization residues collected at incidents' locations, analysis from the viewpoint of forensic medicine.

7. Conducting meetings with different talking groups. 

8. Inviting people to present information related to the committee's investigation needs.

9. Sending a general notification on a wide range for the presentation of written statements.
10. And, holding public hearing sessions for the victims and those affected in Yemen.

-The committee has conducted 257 individual interviews, reviewed more than 420 reports and statements. It conducted research on its initiative or received oral statement in response to its invitation. In addition, during the meetings the committee was presented with 3 photos, 30 pages or more,, 50 videos, and 31 others a total of more than 1000 evident and document. 

- some parties are refusing to cooperate with the committee and has prevented its official from meeting with the committee. In addition, it has prevented the committee from entering the sit-in areas to meet with the civilian victims and to find out about the illegal jails inside the sit-in areas.

- The committee has made field visits to different Yemeni areas that included on site investigation as much as it could do that. The committee was allowed direct observation of cases on ground and sit-in areas and to talk to more witnesses and people who have connections with the issue. 
- the purpose of the public hearing sessions was to enable the victims,  the witnesses, and experts from all conflicting parties to have direct talks with the highest number possible of people in the country and the civil societies. 
The committee has given priority to the victims and local people participation. The 180 public statements have deal with legal and military issues. The committee has intended to hold public hearing in all of the governorates, but due to the opposition rejection the committee has decided to meet with some of the opposition members outside the sit-in areas.
-  When putting its conclusions, the committee was seeking, whenever was possible, to depend in the first place on the information it collected directly. Information presented by others including reports, sworn written statements, and media channels reports were used mainly as an extra proof.
- The committee's final conclusions were based on the evaluation of  honesty of the evidences and the information providers and ensuring that all sources and methodology used in reports by others are reliable..In all cases, the committee has been evaluating the creditability and the sufficient information that can be the bases for its conclusions. 

- On these bases, the committee has defined, with the best of its ability, the facts that have been shown in many cases; the acts committed involving the individual criminal responsibility.
- In all cases, the committee has decided that enough information was available to define intentional and reckless acts, hence, the committee has noted, in most cases, the related mistakes' components.(criminal intentions). The committee values completely the importance of presumption of innocence; all conclusions in this report are based on this principle. The conclusions do not   try to identify the individuals responsible for committing crimes and the committee does not claim the conclusions amount to the level of proof applicable in the courts.
- In order to allow the parties an opportunity to provide additional relevant information and to express their position and respond to the allegations, the Committee also made comprehensive lists of questions to the Yemeni government and the leaders of Yemen's opposition parties and to the young protesters before the completion of the analysis and conclusions. The Commission received responses from some young protesters but not from the ruling  part and the joint parties leaders.

II: Executive Summary
- The Yemeni arena has witnessed during the last months since the beginning of 2001, an internal civil strife resulted in the occurrence of crimes such as murder , serious injuries and highway robbery and ravish and other criminal offenses, and gross violations of human rights, due to public incitement by the media of the opposition joint parties and the ruling party and some external media specially aljazeera channel that induce internal disputes and Yemeni civil war. In addition to attacking the Republic of Yemen's unity and independence, and public incitement to violate the constitution and prevailing laws, as well as, provoking  sectarian strife and regionalism through the spread of false news to disturb the social peace and public security and causing harm to public and private properties and to the national economy.
- With realistic political view and through the view of national interests, of the Yemeni popular political scene made by these illegal demonstrations and sit-ins by all sides and parties, the neutral observer, will have a clear view of facts, lessons, and conclusions resulted by these illegal demonstrations and sit-ins. All parties must  look at them in an opposite corner of the measures of success for any party realized on the cost of the homeland's current  national interest and needs, that can be realized in the future on the cost of the other competitor, The national interest requires all political conflicting parties to re-read, analyze and observe all features of this popular political scene with its negative and positive indicators, specifically, the ones that are capable of developing and expanding in more than one possible trend and that might define the homeland's reality and future on the near and perspective term.  The most outstanding facts, lessons, and results are the following:

1.  These demonstrations and sit-ins have been the peak of the parties' crisis and political war and the media campaign between the Yemeni internal political works witnessed by the Yemeni arena during the past months. In an effort frantically trying to show the extent of each party's popularity and power of his presence and influence in the street and imposing their political agendas for change and reform in accordance with their believes, views, interests and parties calculations. Based on their popular legitimacy, and trying to proof it through popular Surge and mobilization of the street and practical proof of popular support of their agendas and political programs.
 If we studied the contents of the banners and slogans carried by the protestors, and political speeches     delivered during these demonstrations, we will find them as an extension of permanent contradiction and conflicts among these parties, and expressing their political believes, interest and party projects more than expressing the homeland's issues, and the participating crowds' need, interests and demands. More dangerous than that, the slogans were targeting to create a case of aggressive screening and polarization of the masses on the basis of party, and making   the largest amount of tears in the national social fabric  and a bloody building  between the masses loyal to this party or the  other  party in uncalculated  steps that pave the way for converting the country into an oasis open to the chaos, conflicts and wars between the sons of one people
The crowds that are taking part in these sit-ins, demonstrations, and political parties' rallies, do not express the popular influence and the popular bases for the political parties, because the true criterion for the popularity and the influence of any political party and its social acceptance is through the elections. and its legitimacy is through the ballet boxes. These crowds have presented a mixture of believers, principles, motives and real targets, but we can list the most outstanding public components in the following trends:
- Politicized party factors, with their own believe, agendas, and known publicized objectives and they the minority.
- A large sector of citizens, specially the young people, who participated under the influence of the highly publicized revolutions in Tunisia and Egypt. Those were emotionally motivated with revolutionary trends and young political trend that tries to search for new revolutionized condition similar to Tunisia and Egypt. Some of the opposition political parties have utilized the youths' revolution and pushed forward its young members to control the sit-in arenas to create the as much as possible of political incitement and direct influence on the youths' behavior and leading them to serve their political opposing agendas. Hence, the opposition political  parties' youth and some other powers have taken control of the sit-in areas, which changed the youths revolution into political and sit-ins and activities under the control of the oppositions parties' youths and other powers.. Hence, the real young people who started the revolution have lost their role and impact in the sit-in areas. This is the real situation now , since only varying groups with different political, which are only gathered against the ruling party,  are present in the sit-in areas. Their joint aim is to overthrow the Yemeni democracy system, and the constitutional legitimacy established by the 2006 elections under the slogan (The people want to overthrow the regime). And then some parties want to settle old and contemporary scores with the ruling party, these sit-ins and demonstrations have added more radical chaos and widened the social and political gap, have pushed the situation forward to the point of no return, and have created a ground for carrying out their illegal agendas to reach the ruling power.

- Some groups were paid to take part among the crowds; these groups are of unemployed individuals and would carry out any work for the money (Mercenaries), they have no political motives, no demands, no private or public interests they can express, Those present at the camps of sit-in of all parties (ruling party and the opposition party).
- The wider and the majority from the masses of Yemen are not participating in the demonstrations and the sit-ins (the silent majority) which do not believe that the option of the street is a way of democratic change, are under the influence of growing concern regarding the prevailing conditions that led to political blockage, which threatens their destiny, and their homeland's future. The silent majority want, through their participation, to make their voices reachable to all political forces without exception, regarding their adherence to the democracy and their respect of the ballet boxes results. Also through their direct expression, without any party mediation or control, they presented their demands for peace, stability, social security, improved living standards, poverty eradication and job opportunities, the construction of the state of institutions and law.  And most important than that is their interest in preserving the achievements and gains made and to protect them from destruction and damages.
                     - Crimes of using children as human shields and putting them in the political conflict
Investigations that the committee had reach to, provided that all the political parties without exception – and specially the ISLAH party " the religious reform party" – perpetrates the crimes of exploitation of children and minors in political conflict by putting them in the first row of the sit-ins and demonstrations using them as human shields and developing them on the culture of death, hatred and religious extremism, and even using them in military recruitment even though they are under the legal age, where it became clear that the joint parties-specially the ISLAH party- have used children on a large scale through the involvement of them in demonstrations, and inflammatory event carried out by the storm of governmental offices, and then crowd women and children to be in the first row of the demonstrations so that they are their human shields and the security men can't stop them in the unauthorized and unlicensed demonstrations, First Armored army "dissident military" to recruit Yemeni children who are under the legal age and distribution weapons for them to participate in military operations and this is considered as war crimes according to international law, it was also proved to the Commission that some parties (specially the ISLAH party) foster the culture of hatred, extremism and murder among the children through taking them out of orphanages, schools and kindergartens, to put them in the first row of the sit-ins and using them in a murder or killing project by what they called the project Shaheed (next martyr) as well as teaching children deception and deceit on the basis of representation to show the media that they are the victims who were killed in clashes with the security forces other than the truth and what is reported, photographed, and documented, all those acts are violations of children's rights and humanitarian laws guaranteed by national and international. 
- Crimes of siege, closing and road's blockade
- The economic siege, closing, and isolation imposed by unlicensed sit-ins, tents and camps of the opposition parties 'youths' and the ruling party, specifically on neighboring residential areas next to the (illegal) sit-ins areas, is a criminal and inhumane act and its continuation will result in damages that have been actually on the ground, and regarding the volume of  the development losses and damages that touched Yemen and that have been caused by the leaders and the factors of some parties and their allies from Alqa'aeeda, the terrorists and international partners. It has been clear to the committee that the losses and damages to the citizens and the homeland are the result of these events, the civil sedition, and the aseptic political conflict and has been formed in the following points:
- The semi halting of Yemeni internal trade and development movement and depriving it from a large number of service and development projects, that left Yemen behind in the march of development in comparison with other countries as a result of being disabled because of the illegal sit-ins of some of the elements of the Joint Meeting Party, their terrorist allies, and some members of the ruling party, a large number of incomplete projects that were under implementation were subjected to construction halt that led to work disruption in some of them and some of them were completely damaged, and most of the contractor have abstained from executing any new projects or even completing projects they have started, a number of service bodies have stopped, disrupted or decreased their services to the people due to the inability to deliver to them the needed facilities and equipments to carry out their work, a large number of Yemeni citizens have being subjected to unseen losses within their sales, trade, and their agricultural and livestock production as a result of leaving their homes their sources of income, besides the sit-ins and the rebellion acts that include road blockade, neighboring homes siege, and disturbing the public security and serenity that negatively affected the citizens stability and enabled them from practicing their work and activities.
- The committee has focused on the economic siege, closing, and isolation imposed by the opposition parties' youths' and the ruling party sit-ins tents and camps, specifically on neighboring residential areas next to the (illegal) sit-ins areas and in general it is noted siege and closing, which include measure of imposing restrictions on commodities entrance and exchange and the opening of shops that serve the Yemeni residents. Closing shops before people, commodities and services, sometimes for months, in addition to the prevention or decreasing of water supply and other services. Yemen's economy has been also greatly affected by the reducing of the area of free trade, private and public areas allowed for the Yemeni traders and establishing an isolating area alongside the road and the sit-ins areas in Yemen. The siege, closing and isolation acts by the sit-inners have also weakened many of the neighboring local peoples' abilities, weakened the health, water and other public services sectors abilities to respond to emergency cases resulted by the unjustified opposition parties' youths' and ruling party sit-ins.

- The committee's sees the Yemeni government is still committed – in accordance with the four Geneva treaties and up to the maximum limit allowed by available means –   to ensure the provision and entrance of food items, medical supplies, hospital supplies and other commodities to satisfy the humanitarian needs for the Yemeni citizens (especially those who are next to the sit-ins areas) without any restrictions or obstacles.
- Obligation on the Yemeni government and its forces, as well as  on the opposition parties and their dissented armed groups to follow to take reasonable precautions to protect the civilian population and civilian dignitaries
-The committee has researched weather the Yemeni armed groups of the opposition parties or the dissident military forces who support the sin-ins have violated their commitment to take cautious and to take all possible measures to protect the Yemeni civilians including the ones living next to the sit-ins areas, from enrooted dangers in armed confrontations, and the extend of such incidents. The committee has faced a certain reluctant by those who have been interviewed in Yemen to discuss the these armed groups activities, it has been revealed to the committee, based on the collected information, that the Yemeni dissident armed groups have present in most of the sit-ins areas during the armed clashes and confrontations with the legitimate government forces, and even fired gunshots from the sit-ins areas. But, the committee has not find any evidences that indicate the Yemeni armed forces have guided the civilians to areas of attacks or they have forced the civilians to remain near the areas of attacks.
- The events that have been investigated by the committee, have proven the opposition parties (specially Eslah, Alhaq, and the Socialist parties) use of mosques and education buildings (universities) within the sit-in areas for incitement purposes and for illegal political activities, and sometimes for military purposes or as protection shields for military operations. The committee has also found evidences that support the claims regarding the opposition parties (specially Eslah, Alhaq, and the Socialist parties) or the armed Yemeni groups that belong to them use of buildings of civil institutions such as hospitals and NGOs for example ( The Eslah Social Association in Sana'a) as illegal and special dentition places to confiscate  and to restrain Yemeni citizens freedom, as well as , to torture them inside these buildings without any legal justifications. They also used field hospitals and ambulance vehicles as protection shields for their illegal and sometimes military activities, the ambulance vehicles were also used to transport fighters or for other military purposes, and based on the committee's own investigation, it has been clear to the association the armed rebellion groups of the opposition parties have actually launched fighting and incitement acts from mosques, charity associations, and educational buildings that were used as shelters during the sit-ins and armed clashes… And thus, the opposition parties (specially Eslah, and  Alhaq,  parties' members) and their armed groups, in cases  where attacks launched near civil or protected buildings, they have subjected the resident lives to danger in unnecessary way, which is considered as crimes against humanity in accordance with international law and require interrogation and punishment.
- The committee has also investigated the Yemeni armed and security forces commitment with taking all possible measures to protect the civilians in Yemen, including in particular, the obligation to give effective advance warning to the attacks.
- The committee investigated the joint effects of the sit-ins, the military clashes, and the imposed civil disobedience by the opposition parties on Yemeni residents and on their human rights. When the sit-ins began, the economy, job opportunities, and living making measures have actually being greatly affected by the sit-ins, the siege, and the imposed disobedience. The shortage in fuel supply for different generations, and the cutting of electricity power and fuel- by the Eslah party members in Mareb – have negatively affected the industrial, agricultural, professional, and the daily family life. That siege and blockade have negatively affected the hospitals' work, home water supply, and the sanitation system. Also, the restrictions on imports and the imposed banning for all Yemeni exports have affected the industrial sector and the agricultural production. The unemployment levels and the percentage of citizens who are living in extreme poverty conditions have been rising.

- In light of this critical situation, the unjustified sit-ins have destroyed a large portion of economic, commercial, and agricultural infrastructures. Looking at the opposition parties (specially Eslah, Alhaq, and the Socialist parties' members) targeting the factories closing through the (imposing of civil disobedience by force), destroying  or damaging them. This caused an increase in a tragic way the poverty and unemployment levels, lack of food security, similarly, the agriculture sector has suffered from intentional obstruction that led to agricultural lands desertification and water wells during the unjustified sit-ins and disobedience. In addition, the continuous unjustified sit-ins obstruct  the reconstruction of the destroyed infrastructures.
- The living conditions in Yemen that resulted due to the intentional acts by the opposition parties  (specially Islah,   the Socialist and Alhaq parties), the ruling party and their declared policies - as presented by their authorized representatives – regarding Yemen before, during, and after the sit-ins, indicate their cumulative intention to apply collective punishment on Yemeni people in general, that represent a dangerous violation of the International Humanitarian  law, which considers such acts as crimes of genocide and crimes against humanity that require the pursuing of those who committed them and presenting them to justice.

- Finally, the committee has looked into the chain of acts committed by the opposition parties (especially Eslah, and Alhaq parties' members) that deprive Yemenis in Yemen from means of personal freedom, from making their living, job opportunities, housing, and water, and that deprive them from freedom of movement and from their right to depart and enter their country, that also deprive them from the possibility to seek legal courts and ways of effective justice and this deprivation can be considered as oppression, which is a crime against humanity. The committee's opinion, based on the available facts and evidences,  stresses on the establishment of a specialized court to decide that the opposition parties have committed crimes against humanity and they bear the full responsibility for that.
- The committee is very much concern about the statements issued by officials in the opposition parties(especially Eslah, and Alhaq parties' members) regarding their intention to go on with the unjustified siege and sit-ins until the overthrow of the democratically elected, by the Yemeni people, regime of President Saleh, but some of these leaders have also incited the set-inners to occupy and loot government institutions and buildings and seize them by force, such as the Republican Palace, Foreign Ministry, and Oil Ministry, the committee sees that as public incitement to commit genocide crimes and war crimes when these acts of incitement take place, hence, the leaders of the opposition parties must be held responsible for any results due to their incitement in accordance with law. In  addition, the continues isolation, and siege of the civilians living near the sit-ins areas by the opposition leaders is considered a group punishment of Yemeni citizens and this is considered a crime against humanity and the committers of these crimes must be pursued in accordance with International and local laws.
Raising the internal violence and the targeting of civilian personnel from political parties to the crisis
- The imposed restrictions on the freedom of movement and residency in streets near the sit-ins areas.
- The opposition parties (especially Eslah, and the Socialist parties' members) have been imposing in the sit-ins areas from the beginning of the sit-ins, a system of illegal restrictions on movement and passing through to the neighboring homes, the movement has been restrained by a mixture of material obstacles, such as road blocks, inspection points, and administrative measures such as political ID cards and permits.
- The committee has received reports that indicate that the imposed restrictions on the right of movement and streets residency near to the sit-ins areas have been tightened during and after the clashes with the Yemeni government, hence these areas have become (semi closed military zones).

- The committee believes that the imposed restrictions on the citizen's movement living near the sit-ins areas in general, and the tightening of these measures during and after the clashes with the government in particular, do not suit any desired political aim. In addition, the committee is worried about adding official status to the division of the Yemeni streets and then between two parts of the one Yemen.

- The internal violence and the imposed restrictions on the freedom of expression and gathering
- The committee has received claims regarding violations related the events and crimes committed by the opposition parties during the sit-ins period. These violations include the treatment of the (suspected) members of the ruling GPC party by the security militia of the opposition parties, including arresting them and detaining them in illegal way. A number of human rights organizations have stated that the practices used by the opposition parties' militias and security forces at the sit-ins areas, are practices of torture, brutal treatment that are inhumane and degrading. A number of disappearances cases have also occurred during the illegal detention, it is suspected the torturing and the brutal treatment have or might contributed to these disappearances. The complaints related to these practices have been investigated.
- In addition, claims have presented regarding the use of extreme force and demonstration oppression by the Yemeni security forces, it was clear that some of these claims were true and being committed by individuals in a random way, and most of them are still currently under official judicial investigation, the Yemeni government says its commitment with the law and will bring any solder, who is being proven that he committed a crime against the sit-inners, to justice.
- Regarding the demonstrations organized to support the sit-ins, the Yemeni authority's security forces claim they are illegal and unauthorized demonstrations in accordance with the ongoing Marches and Demonstrations Yemeni Law, the also claim that on these occasions, the security troops have detained many of the individuals and prohibited the media coverage. The committee has also received claims that say, the Yemeni security forces have harassed the journalists , who expressed opinions of criticism, most of these claims are true and are now before the Yemeni prosecution authorities and the judicial measures will be taken in accordance with the law.
-   The disabling of the Yemeni Legislative Council after the unjustified withdrawal of the opposition parties (specifically, the Eslah and the Socialist party) has reduced the actual parliamentary control power over  the executive branch of the Yemeni government.
-  The Committee is of the opinion that the mentioned measures are not consistent with the obligations of the Yemeni government and the opposition parties arising out of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the Yemeni constitution in force, and both parties bear the responsibility in accordance with the internal laws of Yemen in this regard.
- Suppression of violators in Yemen, and the right to access to information, and the treatment of human rights defenders
-The Committee received reports that the Yemeni government suppressing or trying to suppress groups and individuals, who are seen as sources of support for the protesters by the opposition parties Amidst a very high level of popular support for constitutional legitimacy and the President-elect (Saleh) in Yemen by a majority of the Yemeni population, there were also widespread protests in Yemen against the suppression of the protesters, hundreds of thousands mainly of the opposition parties' members have been freely protesting despite of being unauthorized in accordance with the law, 715 people from all the governorates have been detained. But it is clear no wide range detention operations against unauthorized protesters have been carried out by the government. About 34% of the detained were not less than 18 years old, the committee has noticed that most of the detainees were released. Despite that, the committee urges the government of Yemen to ensure that its police authorities do respect the rights of all citizens in accordance to the constitution and the laws, without any discrimination, including the guarantee for the freedom of expression and the right for peaceful gathering, in a way that is covered by the International treaty on civil and political rights, as well as local and international laws.
- The committee notices with concern what has been mentioned in the reports about the physical violence committed by both sides (the government policemen and the opposition militia and military groups) against protesters and sit-inners from the other side, including the beating of the protesters and using inappropriate methods against them, such enforcing illegal detention of Yemeni citizens from the ruling party or the from opposition parties and treating them in illegal way, article 10 of the treaty calls for treating those deprived from their freedom  in a humane, respectful way, that’s enrooted in human beings.
- It is fixed that on April 27th, 2006, the second presidential elections were conducted, they were direct, democratic, and free elections and all Yemeni political parties have taken part in these elections. The elections resulted in the winning of President Saleh for a second seven calendar years term that began in April 2006 and will end in April 2013 in accordance to the constitution's laws. All of the opposition parties that participated in the elections have accepted the result at that time, in addition the elections were monitored  by tens of local, regional, and international nongovernmental agencies, which are concerned with the supervision of elections, the most outstanding team was of the European Union and the United Nations, most of these teams have produced their reports on their supervision of Yemen's elections.
III; THE Shadow Report Text

- Basic Information about Yemen

The Republic of Yemen : An independent Arabic Islamic State. The population is : (22.052.656).

The area : (555.000) square kilometer.

The Ruling System : A republican democratic rule that depend on the separation of power, and the people own the power and it is the source of power, and it practices his power through direct referendum and public elections, and indirectly through the legislative, executive, judicial authorities and the local councils. The political system of the Republic of Yemen is based on the political party pluralism and the handing over of power  in a peaceful transition, and the Constitution of the Republic of Yemen confirms the work by the Charter of the United Nations, the Universal Declaration of Human Rights,  and the Charter of the League of Arab States.            The judicial system in Yemen is independent and has a higher judicial council, Which means the application of constitutional and legal guarantees granted  to the judges in terms of promotion, dismissal and removal in accordance with the law, and chaired by the President of the Supreme Court. And the economic system of the country is based on freedom of economic activity for the benefit of the individual and society.
- The legal Framework for Human Rights in Yemen :

A-The Constitution : The Yemeni Constitution provides explicitly on a number of basic principles and guarantees to promote and protect human rights, namely:
· (All citizens are equal in rights and duties). Article {14}

· (The State shall guarantee equality of all citizens' political, economical, and  cultural opportunities, and the promulgation of laws to achieve that). Article {24}
· (Every citizen has the right to contribute to the political, economical, social, and cultural life, and the state guarantees the freedom of thoughts and the expression of opinion by talking, writing, and photographing within the law). Article {42}
· (For citizens throughout the Republic - - without contradicting with the provisions of the Constitution - the right to organize themselves politically, professionally, and syndic ally, and the right to form organizations, scientific, cultural, social and national associations that serve the goals of the Constitution, the State shall guarantee this right, and take all the necessary means by which the citizen can exercise them, and including all the freedoms of institutions and political organizations and trade unions, cultural, scientific and social). Article {58}
· (The right election and nomination is guaranteed for each citizen). Article {43}l
· (Every citizen has the right to elect, to nominate, and to express opinion during referendum, and the law regulates the rules related to the practice of this right). Article{43} 
· (The handing over of political asylums is prohibited). Article {46}

· (The president is elected by the people within competitive elections). Article {108 – H}

· (The law regulates the Yemeni nationality may not be dropped from any Yemeni at all, may not be withdrawn from a person who has acquired it, only in accordance with the law). Article {44}
· (Criminal responsibility is personal and no crime and no punishment only in accordance with the law and every accused person is innocent until proven guilty by a final court). Article {47}

· (Work is a right, honor, and necessary for society's development and each citizen has the right to work he chooses within the law, no work must be imposed on citizens…). Article {29}

· (The State shall guarantee the personal freedom of citizens and maintain their dignity and their security, the law defines the cases of deprivation of liberty of the citizen and no one shall be deprived of his liberty except by order of a court of competent jurisdiction). Article {48-A}
· (Every citizen has the right to go to the judiciary to protect the legitimate rights and interests, and has the right to submit complaints, criticisms and proposals to state organs and institutions directly or indirectly). Article {51}
·  (There is sanctity for the houses and places of worship and education and they may not be monitored or searched except in cases specified by law). Article {52}
· (Freedom and privacy of postal, telephone, telegraph, and all means of communications are guaranteed, and may not be controlled or inspected or disclosure of confidential or delaying them or confiscated except in cases specified by law and court order). Article {53}
· (Freedom of movement from one place to another within Yemeni lands are guaranteed for every citizens, and must not restrain unless specified by law). Article {57}

· (The state ensures the provision of social security for all citizens, in cases of illnesses or disability, unemployment or old age or losing the breadwinner, it also ensures that in particular for the martyrs' families in accordance with the law). Article {56}

B- The ongoing national laws : In addition to the constitution's articles that ensured  equality, rights, and the freedom of all citizens, Yemeni legislator has put the laws that guarantee these rights. The most important are:

· Crimes and Punishment law no. (12) for the year 1994: (It specifies the kind of crime, and the suitable punishment in accordance with the principle of individual punishment).

· Criminal Procedures Law no. (13) for the year 1994: (its texts have ensured the protection of the rights contained in the Constitution relating to fundamental freedoms and non-prescription fall, and regulates the legal proceedings prior to the court - the evidence collection and investigation - before the trial and  execute the fair verdicts.)
· Child's Law no. (45) for the year2002 : (It gives the child special attention it highlights the child's needs and emphasizes the child's best interests, and articles of the law came in harmony with the International Convention for the child's rights)  
· Welfare and the Rehabilitation law of Disabled Persons no. (61) for the year 1999 : (Aims at the care and rehabilitation of disabled persons, it specifies their particular needs in all fields with the purpose of integrating them into  society in an effective way just like the other members of society).
· Juvenile Welfare Act no. (24) for the year 1991 : To safeguard and to ensure them they carry out    delinquent act, and to ensure their implementation of measures commensurate with their status law for the purpose of rehabilitating them)..

· Anti Corruption Law no. (39)for the year 2006 : (To develop and activate the role of the auditing and control bodies in order to detect financial and administrative misconducts, and to control of public funds and make sure they are use for the financial and administrative reform). 
· Prison Regulation Law no. (48) for the year 1991 :(Designed to streamline and improve the prisons and to activate the role of  those in charge, and to control their functions by the implementation of the rights set out, and hold them accountable when they violate them).

· Judicial Authority Law no. (1) for the year 1991: Regulates the procedures, rights and obligations of judges and prosecutors and conditions of access to judicial and other proceedings and matters on the judiciary.
· Civil Status Law no. (20) for the year 1992 : (Regulates family matters ,couples and siblings obligations and rights and other related family matters).

· Labor Law no. (5) for the year 1995 : (Regulates the right for work, the laborers' rights and duties and the obligations of the employer in the private sector).

· Civil Service Law no. (19) for the year 1991 : (Regulates the public job, and the rights and duties of public employees on the bases of equality between men and women in jobs, salaries, promotions, and leaves with giving consideration to the women's' conditions).

· Press and Publications Law no. (25) for the year 1990 :(The journalist is granted the right to publish his thoughts and opinions, and he /she has the right to refrain from revealing the sources of the information in accordance with the given  measures and limitations, and the right to get the information and the right to regulate his/her work).
· National Associations and Foundations Law no. (1) for the year 2001 : ( Aims at the expansion of the NGOs participation with the government in the development process and facilities the right to establish and to regulate the specific measures, as well as the rights and duties).

· Cooperative Associations and Unions Law no. (39) for the year1998 : ( it involves the regulation of the cooperatives associations and unions and give them the right to practice their rights and activities freely, and provides all facilities that will achieve their objectives in a comprehensive way).

· Citizenship Law no. (6) for the year 1990 : (It Regulates the citizenship's procedures in all of its different forms). 

· Political Parties and Organizations Law no. (66) for the year 1991 : (It provides needed guarantees to the political parties and organizations activities in complete freedom and transparency).
· Public Elections and Referendum Law no, (31) for the year 2001: (It deals with rights, individual and party political, freedom. Its text specifies those rights, rules of practicing them and regulates the constitutional authorized method for administrating the election processes).

· Regulating Trade Unions Law no. (35) for the year 2002 : (It aims at regulating the trade unions work in a democratic way).
· Local Authority Law no. (4) for the year 2000 : (It gives the local authorities in the Republic's governorates wide range of power to manage local societies in a decentralized way).

· Regulating Demonstrations and Marches Law no. (29) for the year 2003 : (It regulates peaceful demonstrations and marches and provides the protection for the demonstrators, and ensures the right in organizing peaceful marches at anytime and anywhere to express peoples' opinions and trends).

· Social Care Law no. (31) for the year 1996 : ( It regulates means of providing financial aid to the poor).

*Proceedings and happenings of the sit-ins and marches:

- On February 2nd, 2011, President Ali Abdullah Saleh, has presented an initiative, to an extraordinary meeting that included members of Parliament, Shura Council, military and security officers, scientific and social dignitaries.. A proactive initiative prior to the opposition parties demonstration on Thursday - Feb 3 - in which he stated his denial of any deliberate intention to perpetuate or extension, or inheritance, and the freeze of the draft constitutional amendments before the House of Representatives, and his call to resume dialogue with the opposition forces: considering what came in the initiative was for the benefit of the country.
The third of February Sana'a saw the first protest  that demanded change and led by the opposition parties leaders and their political symbols in the Ala'adl street in front of Sana'a University, Sana'a has also saw the exit  of another demonstration in favor of the president's support and for the constitutional legality represented by Saleh in Tahrir Square.

It has been estimated by the media channels, there were about fifty thousand protesters at the opposition partied demonstrations in the different governorates, to put pressure President Saleh to make more concessions that will lead to peaceful transition of power. The demonstrations were not free from demands for President Saleh's immediate departure. The demonstrations were organized in Sana'a, and a number of cities and governorates: such as Taiz, Ibb, Aden. Zinjibar, Alwahd, Hajah, Mareb, Albaydha, A'atiq, Dhamar, Raimah, Ammran. Almahweet, Aljouf, and Hadramout.

Although, some of these demonstrations were (unauthorized) but were peaceful and successful, the security forces have faced a number of other (unauthorized) with rubber bullets, live bullets to the air, tear gas, and they also used batons to disperse the protesters. In Mukala city three protesters were injured, when security forces shot fire bullets, because the protesters were carrying pre-unity flags and the pictures of the former vice president, Ali Salem Albeidh, and slogans for separation.
On the 5th of February, Dr. Abdulkareem Al-Eryani –  member of the Quad committee in the dialogue commission – has delivered a message to the opposition leaders related to the president's proposals in his speech before the parliament and the Shura Council to settle the country's political conditions; but they asked for two day period to study the letter with their partners before giving an answer through the Quad commission.
On the 9th of February, the Yemeni government has reduced the fears of the country's political crisis being similar to ones in Tunisia and Egypt, and it noted that it has kept continuous dialogue with the opposition, this stance came through the Foreign Minister Dr. Abu Bakr Alqirbi in press  statements published in French newspapers of the French media.
On the 11th of February, after the stepping down of Hosni Mubarak from Egypt's rule, attacks and clashes occurred in Tahrir Square in Sana'a between protesters who called for the regime overthrow and others who supported it, the Yemeni authority and its supporter have started their sit-ins in tenets in the middle of Tahrir Square before the opposition parties' demonstrations, the regime large crowd of supporters remained in Tahrir sit-ins area.
The remaining capitals of the governorates have witnessed similar demonstration, some pro- regime that supported constitutional legitimacy and others anti – regime that demanded the authorities departure, change and reform, and refused inheritance and government extension.

In Hodeidah Governorate, National Committees for the peaceful revolution against corruption and tyranny were established, the declaration was adopted by some unemployed university graduates youths, in addition to political, legal activists, lawyers, and journalists. In the declaration for establishing the committee, they stated, the committees aim at resuming the peaceful revolution until the homeland and the citizens enjoy a dignified life, since the current regime has made the living conditions hell due to its hunger and poverty policy; they called on Yemeni youths in all the governorates to march forward for the sake of the regimes' radical change.

Zenjbar city in Abyan governorate has witnessed a pro Southern movement popular march, in respons to an invitation by Sheikh Tareq Alfadhly – a religious extremist who belongs to Alqa'aeda – they marched around the city streets chanting slogans against unity and the regime; such as (no unity..no federalism .. our revolution is peaceful) and (Revolt..Revolt.. People of the south), the extremist Tareq Alfadhli was in the front lane; all of the protesters were wearing white cloths, to indicate their willingness to die at any time.
On the 12th of February , Tahrir Square witnessed clashes between two demonstrations, one was to support President Saleh, and the democratic constitutional legitimacy and the other – their number  was not more than five hundred -  was celebrating the success of Egypt's revolution, and demanding the departure of the ruling regime in Yemen. The clashes, in which sticks, batons and white weapons were used ,were ended when the second aggressive demonstration withdrew from there.
On the 13th of February, the pro constitutional legitimacy supporter have established a permanent sit-in area, where tents were erected for exhibiting handicrafts products and to prevent demonstrations inside it. In return, an unauthorized demonstration started from Sana'a University towards the central security headquarters near the presidential palace, chanting ( the people want the departure of the regime), it was treated in a kind and no attacks were against it until it ended.
The 3rd of February youths movement - as they describe themselves – has distributed a name list of President Saleh's relatives and their posts, and it demanded that these relatives must leave their jobs and to give chance to unemployed qualified people – as it stated- the communiqué said, the President must make quick and tangible measures, if he wanted to avoid himself from falling and to avoid the youths the burden of demonstrating.
On the 14th of February, employees at the Authority for the Gulf of Aden, who are followers of the opposition parties, have raided and looted the authority's offices and damaged them, they also forced the Executive director and higher officials to leave the building. Hundreds of protesters took part in the demonstration that march around the streets of Aden and clashed with security forces who used the batons only to disperse them and detained five of the protesters.
In Sana'a, the pro opposition armed demonstrators with broken glass bottles, knives, and stones have pursued thousands of pro constitutional legitimacy demonstrators, the demonstration transformed into increased violence. In Taiz, for - the fourth day – it has witnessed unauthorized similar demonstrations where thousands of people participated in them, according to NGO's statement, the police detained 120 people and eight others were injured.

On the 15th of February, the sit-inners in Taiz city have formed Organizational committees using hundreds of youth to ensure all the roads that lead to the unauthorized sit-ins area; and they continued their sit-in for the fifth consective day. 

On his part, the Shia'ah rebel Adbulmalik Alhothi has delivered a speech on the prophet's birthday in Sa'adah. The speech was mainly a political speech; he declared his intention to exit to the street to demand the quick departure of authority from the country.; he asserted that peoples' will is capable of change, and God's will, will join the will of Yemeni people if they seriously and honestly took to the streets in a wide-range. Alhothi has incited all sons of Yemen to stand up against the authority and to benefit from the revolutions in Tunisia and Egypt, he said: (We will be at the fore front of the Yemeni people if they took to the street in a wide range way), he urged the crowds to quickly exit to the streets. Local sources say: large delegations from Sana'a, Hajah, Almahweet, Ammran, Aljouf, Mareb, Albaidha, Dhamar, Shabwah, and Hadramout governorates have attended the celebration.

On the 16th of February, hundreds of protesters of the opposition parties in Almansoura, Aden, have seized a police station building and repeated anti unity chants through high volume microphones and other chanting calling for the fall of the regime that made the security to establish a security block on the road from the front of the police station until the residential units city, news say, chaos and sabotage by protesters stormed the city of Almansoura.

Tens of the workers of the Yemeni Oil Company in Aden and the Water and Sanitation Authority in Khourmaksar and Crater Aden, who follow the opposition parties, have began a sit-in act, while, tens of workers in the Authority for the Gulf of Aden ports, the Authority for school furniture, and the Electricity Authority who are members of the opposition parties have continued their second day of sit-ins to demand the fall of the regime.
On the 17th of February, tens of thousands of people took to the streets in Sana'a, Aden, Hodiedah, Lahj,  and Taiz to take part in (unauthorized) demonstrations demanding the fall of the regime. Also in Albaidha city, hundreds of people took to the streets in (unauthorized) youths demonstration – the third of its kind – demanding the fall of the regime. While tens of the youths in Ibb city have also took to the streets in (unauthorized) demonstration demanding the fall of the regime. Hundreds of youths in Radafan have also took part in (unauthorized) demonstration and toured around Habileen city, raising the flags of the former southern state, declaring their support of Aden citizens, and denouncing the oppression of their peaceful demonstration, their communiqué has pleaded to the Arab and International communities to move quickly to safe the (people of the South)! And to condemn, what they described as acts of murder and genocide committed by the armed and security forces, to form international investigation teams to get the facts from the ground, and to defend the rights of the southern people, the (unauthorized) demonstration has called on all people of the south to go to Aden to youths and of Aden, and not to come back until victory is achieved.
On the 18th of February, what is called – the Friday of the beginning – thousands of people came for Friday prayer at the new university mosque, streets were full with people, and after the end of the prayer, thousands marched in (unauthorized) demonstration chanting (The people want the fall of the regime), but this demonstration has unexpectedly met with another (unauthorized) demonstration of the constitutional legitimacy supporters on its way to Saba'aeen Square. In Taiz governorate, tens of thousands of people came to Tahrir Square, chanting (The people want the fall of the regime) for the eighth consecutive day. And another one in Lahj governorate and Almansourah district in Aden witnessed an (unauthorized) demonstration of thousands of protesters who came from different areas chanting for the fall of the regime, while the slogans for separation have disappeared during the demonstration, another (unauthorized)  demonstration for tens of people was organized in Alqaloa'ah area, while supporters of the opposition parties have burned in the early morning hours the Local Council building in Sheikh Oathman  _ as stated in the Interior Ministry Communiqué _  no human injuries were reported.
In the mean time, Sheikh Hussein Abdullah Alahmar –member of parliament- (also head of what is called the Council of National Solidarity) "it is illegal organization", has paid a visit to different areas of Ammran governorate. Leading a huge armed barricade of hundreds of cars, seeking to abort the President's meetings with a number of religious and social dignitaries from the districts of Ammran. Hussein Alahmar, during (unauthorized) demonstration, gave a speech to the crowds confirming the tribes of Hashed support of change , their stance beside the peoples' peaceful revolution that erupted in a number of governorates demanding the fall of the regime; he gave an announcement about a huge rally to be held in Ammran city or Kharf area that will include all citizens of Hashed and Bakeel tribes, and- as he stated – the rally will lead to the formation of a commission of sheikhs, scholars, intellectuals, educators, and youths , who will prepare for a rally to bring back brotherhood among Ammran sons, to study the political events, and the socio-economic conditions in Yemen, as well as to determine a unified honorable position towards it.

On the 21st of February,, the number of participants in the (unauthorized) demonstration at the Change Yard in front of the new university in Sana'a, has exceeded ten thousand people most of them members and supporters of the opposition parties,especially Eslah party, according to newspapers sources; tribal groups and military soldiers and officers have joined them, while a number of MPs, social dignitaries,  and the middle leadership of the opposition parties have visited the sin-in yards. 
Hundreds of Sa'adah citizens, in Dhahyan District (Areas of Hothi rebellions) have took to the streets in (unauthorized) demonstration calling for the fall of the regime< a communiqué signed by the sons of Sa'adah has confirmed their complete support with the people demanding a wide range of serious and responsible peoples' movement to remove what they described( the criminal authority), the communiqué stated that demonstrations and sit-ins will not stop until the departure of the regime.

Tribal groups that follow the opposition parties have came to sit-ins camps in front of the Sana'a university, declaring their initiative they called (Tribes for the sake of change), announcing their support  of youth sit-inners demands, among them representatives from Mareb and Aljouf tribes, Future movement, Bakeel General Conference, and other tribal activities, as well as, other sheikhs who supported the initiative.

On the 22nd of February,-as stated by the opposition media – a number of the ruling party have tries to raid the Change Yard in Sana'a, the sit-inners have confronted them and burned a car of the ruling party supporters, the confrontation resulted in the stabbing of tens of the ruling party supporters, the sit-inners, and the security men, at the same time eyewitnesses have asserted that the sit-inners have attacked the constitutional legitimacy supporters and burned car, because it carrying the President's photo and was passing through in front of the sit-inners at the university street and this the most explanation that is close to the truth.

Alsa'aeed city in Shabwah governorate has also witnessed an ( unauthorized) demonstration the toured around the city streets, and tens of the citizens took part in it demanding the fall of the regime, and denounced the oppressive measures taken by  the authorities against the protesters in a number of governorates who are calling for the fall of the regime. According to local sources, this event came in response to the Secretary General of the (RAI) party, Mohsin Ben Fareed, who is from Alsa'aeed district where the large tribe of Awlaqi is located in, it is also the homeland of Prime Minster Dr. Ali Mejawar, and one of the ruling party leaders A'aref Alzoka, in addition to, the founder of the southern movement, Brigadier Nasser Alnoobah.

On the 23rd of February, one sit-inner died and 27 others injured as result of a night life bullet and stones attack by unidentified armed group against the sit-inners at the Change Yard in Sana'a.

A previously injured person has also died in the hospital in the Republic Hospital in Khourmakser; hence the umber of dead people in Aden has risen to ten since February16th; while sources say that the number of dead people has 13. The number of injured people is more than 80, while tens of youths in Hodeidah have been going to the sit-ins areas for the sixth consecutive day.

On the other hand, special sources have revealed that an agreement reached by the armed southern movement leaders and the joint meeting in Aden to unify their demands and slogans at the (unauthorized) anti regime demonstrations and rallies. The weekly *Alomina* newspaper of Aden has reported that the sources said: the leaders of the movement and the join parties have agreed to unify their slogans, so as to limit their demands in the fall of the regime and to make a target agreed on by all of their opposing forces during this phase. These leaders have also agreed to prohibit any provocative acts among their followers to prevent the regime from causing cracks among them and to have the upper hand over them. The sources have also revealed that no provocative flags to both parties should be raised.
Thousands of the opposition parties followers have went around the streets of Almansourah demanding the departure of the regime, other groups from Carter and other districts have joined the (unauthorized) demonstration, and tents were erected in Almansourah, and the number of victims of the armed clashes in Aden on February 13th, has risen to 11 dead, while tens of injured are still in Aden hospitals, and more than 50 detainees on protesting charges on February 16th.
In Aldhala'a governorate, (unauthorized) demonstration of hundreds of protesters have raisedseparation slogan and flags and demanding the release of detainees of the Southern movement.

On the 25th of February, more than fifty thousand Yemeni have demonstrated - most of them of the opposition parties-  to demand the fall of the regime, these demonstrations gathered in the capital , Sana'a, in addition to Taiz, Aden, Ibb, Hodeidah, Lahj, Hadramout, Abyan and Dhamar. The- extremist - religious leader, Sheikh Abdullah Sa'atr, during the Friday of Departure speech, he said taking part in the (unauthorized) demonstrations is the duty of every male and female Muslims and incited people on the culture of hate, death and terrorism….
Zinjubar city in Abyan has also witnessed a (none authorized) demonstration after Friday prayers, hundreds of citizens took part in it chanting for the fall of the regime, there are also similar night demonstrations for more than a week for the same purpose, without any clashes or confrontations between the protesters and the security forces, who usually watch them from a distance.

On the opposite side, in Tahrir Square in Sana'a about two million Yemeni citizens and ruling party supporters have demonstrated in support of the constitutional legitimacy and demanded for National dialogue, and supported President Ali Abdullah Saleh. They repeated anti sit-inners slogans and called them (traitors), and (agents).
On the 26th of February, hundreds of the opposition party supporters have taken to the streets of Qa'atabah, Aldhala'a governorate in a (non authorized) demonstration demanding the fall of the regime, this first demonstration was called, the march to break the fear.

On the 27th of February, the open sit-ins activities in the People's Garden in Hodeidah have continued, while hundreds of university, schools, and institutes' students gathered in front of Almukala Security administration for the second consecutive day, demanding the fall of the regime and the release of the detainees.

Another (none authorized) demonstration of the joint meeting opposition parties took place in Shibam, Hadramout, but was blocked by the security forces. Yet, another (non authorized) larger demonstration   took place it consisted mostly of children and school students, they repeated chants that demand the departure of the regime, they also chanted saying (No learning or teaching until the fall of the President).
February 28, the capital Sanaa and the various provinces saw stringent security measures on the eve of the marches of the Friday of anger that was called by JMP in solidarity with the martyrs and wounded of Aden, while the opposition JMP have refused to participate in the government of national unity which was called for by the President to be formed and declared. 
Military reinforcements and armored vehicles were distributed at the entrances and exits of the capital and the number of residential neighborhoods, in addition to the development of new checkpoints, the same security procedures witnessed by the rest of the governorates of Yemen, particularly the provinces where the movement of mass protests. 
Another (unauthorized) demonstration for the people of Tarim City, was lunched that demanded the elimination of the system, and participated in the demonstration, which was organized by the leaders of opposition parties in the city and in particular by the members of the Eslah party of, came in the forefront Sheikh Omar Ba'aeidil - Imam and Khatib of Alkhair Mosque-, and Omar Salem Habshan - a city local council member. 
The JMP's spokesman, Dr. Mohammad Saleh Alqubati has explained his parties view of the President's invitation to form a government of national unity ,as a game by the president in the lost time, and a desperate attempt to absorb the escalated anger  and the demands of his departure. 
On the 1st of March, hundreds of supporters of the opposition joint meeting parties and citizens in Shabwa took part in an "unauthorized" demonstration that roamed the city streets, chanting the slogan: "People want to overthrow the regime." 
As hundreds gathered in an "unauthorized" demonstration in the city of Dhamar that was launched from the center of the city toward the stadium demanding the fall of the system. 
On the 4th of March, more than five thousand citizens have performed Friday's prayers at the Freedom Square in the governorate of Ibb in solidarity with the protesters demanding the departure of the system. A number of members of the House of Representatives of the province have also attended. 
The city of Taiz, has also witnessed a large crowed of people for  the third consecutive Friday, estimated -  by the opposition -  at about a million people performed Friday prayers at the Freedom Square - an estimate that was an alarming and exaggerating one   - while the truth is the opposite. Friday preacher Sheikh Suhail bin A'agl - an extremist from the Muslim brotherhood - he considered the rulers are the top scourge of the nation,  and he instructed the protesters not to leave the scene only after the fall of injustice and corruption, warning them of the retreat and of giving up their demand of fall of the system, and describing any retreat that will serve as a "refraction of the the nation's banner. " 

On the other hand, hundreds of thousands of supporters of President Saleh have performed Friday's prayers in the courtyard of Martyrs Square in Taiz, and   the Friday preacher Abdul Rahman Arumeimah has called on the people to respond positively to the initiative of the President of the Republic and the eight points raised by the religious scholars to spare the homeland the evils of temptation and ruin. 
In Sanaa, the crowd of demonstrators arrived in the courtyard of the change to perform the so-called Friday of "cohesion" prayers, in the presence of the leaders of the JMP. The crowd was estimated at approximately one hundred thousand people, with a remarkable presence of women.  Friday's preacher Yahia al-Dailami – of the Hothi rebels -  has called on the people to continue the sit-ins in the area of change until the overthrow of the regime. 

On the other side, the Tahrir and Saba'een squares- in central Sana'a a have witnessed a huge rally by the supporters of the ruling party and the democratic legitimacy - after Friday's prayers with the participation of 3 million citizens - according to estimates by the ruling party - who had flocked to the scene from various directorates of the Secretariat of the capital, Sana'a Governorate advocate and had chanted for the President's initiative that calls for for dialogue. The Attendance at this festival have shouted the slogan that said: "Yes to constitutional legitimacy through the ballot box," "Yes to the security and stability and development", "No to chaos and destruction," "no to the makers of crises and agitators", "No to the troublemakers regionalists and sectarians." In his speech at the festival, the Assistant Secretary-General of the General People's Congress Sultan Albarakani has renewed his call on all political forces of the national dialogue to sit at the negotiating table to discuss national issues and to find solutions and treatments for the preservation of Yemen and its unity, security and stability and to protect the destiny and national gains. 
In Aden, tens of thousands have taken part in the funeral of the three dead protesters demanding the fall of the regime in Aden province. The funeral took place after Friday prayers in each of Maala and Mansoura districts; and condemned the suppression of peaceful demonstrations and the use of live bullets, chanting slogans for the fall of the regime and to be hold accountable for the murderers and to prosecute the director of security of Aden and the chief of the Central security. 
There was an influx of thousands of citizens in many cities of Yemen in the Friday of "cohesion" demanding for the fall of the regime, also in Amran, Hodeidah and Hadramout; Friday of "cohesion,"  has ended with the fall of two dead and others injured in Harf Sufian in Amran governorate during the shooting by one of the military locations; Houthis spokesman Mohammed Salam has accused the troops of shelling a peaceful gathering of citizens asking for the fall of  President Saleh. 
On the 5th of March, a large crowd of people in Shabwa have prayed for the souls of those killed in the area of the revolution, after a rally attended by thousands of people of the province and during which the demonstrators toured around the streets of the provincial capital A'atag, demanding the fall of the regime and denouncing acts of hooliganism and killings of peaceful demonstrators in all the provinces of Yemen. 
On the 6 th of March, according to opposition sources of information - the number of injured people in the governorate of Ibb had risen to more than 40 people in Freedom Square by a number of those they call them (Bullies) and they mean the (supporters of President Saleh and constitutional legitimacy) who broke through into the place of the protesters. Opposition sources said that the military police in fact have stopped clashes between the two parties, which had erupted before the noon prayer when the (supporters of the constitutional legitimacy) to be brought to the protesters area and they threw stones and sticks. 
On the 7th of March, continued protests demanding the fall of the regime in Liberty Square for the twenty third consecutive day, amid mounting pressure for the expansion and escalation of protests and for increased resignation movement.. 
Also in in Taiz where the opposition parties held an "unathorizeded" demonstration for students of two schools, the school of the people and the Taiz major secondary school, as well as involving children and minors have and pitching them to demonstrate to demand the fall of the regime, and was the largest since the protests began because of the use of children and school students, who were chanting the slogan: (no studying and teaching until the fall of the President). 
Mass rallies, which were "unauthorized" in Haydan, Sahar and Razeh province of Saada, and were attended by hundreds of rebels and citizens chanting slogans to overthrow the regime, stressing their unity with all the masses of the people of Yemen in the demand and the means and goal. 
For his part, Shiite leader of the Houthi rebel group Saleh Habra has renewed the emphasis on the group support of the demands of the young people to overthrow the regime with all its power, adding in a press statement, "  the only thing left for the regime is to leave", in reference to the opposition parties, said Habra: "We advise those who put one foot in the presidential palace and one foot in the area of change  attitude to stand and gaze at the people's demands before they pass them by .. ". 
On the 8th of March, a number of elderly, women and children flocked to the area of change in front of the University of Sana'a; in solidarity with the dead youth of the revolution of change who were killed previosly during the armed clashes in Sana'a, Aden, Taiz, Amran, Ibb. 
And A'ataq city in Shabwah, the JMP and the southern movement, have held another (unauthorized) demonstration for the children and school students that demanded the fall of the regime, and went with them to the Office of Education, echoing the slogan: (no studying and teaching until the fall of the President), but was intercepted by the citizens and parents the resulted in clash, which led to the intervention of security forces who dispersed them and had to fire live bullets in the air. 

The directorates of Crater,  Maala, Mansoura, Dar Saad in Aden have also held  "unauthorized" angry demonstrations led by the opposition parties and the separatist movement, and called for the fall of the regime and the departure of President Saleh in the complete absence of security presence     within the districts, while only the presence of armored vehicles, military vehicles and security at the entrances to the Directorate of Khormaksar and the roads leading to the Marches yard, the demonstration ended after protesters vandalized  parts of roads and electricity poles and looted some of the private shops and public property of the state. 

It has also been seen a number of Aden governorate high school students, children and minors in "unauthorized"  demonstrations shouted for the departure of President Saleh, echoing the slogan: (no studying and no teaching only until the departure of the President), while the educational process in the entire of Aden governorate schools has stopped without exception . 
On the 18th of  March, known as the "Friday of dignity", there were dozens of dead and injured people in the change area in front of the University of Sana'a, in armed clashes, as a result of the inciting of the protesters and the victims by the preacher  of the Friday of dignity, "Sheikh Fuad Humairi – a radical and one the Islah party leaders," where, according to reliable information, reports and testimony of witnesses, Sheikh Humairi is the one who urged them on the necessity of the attack and destruction of the wall barrier set up by the people of lanes adjacent to the area to protect themselves, and this agitation was the rea cause of the disaster, and after this disaster, the media of opposition parties  put the charge of murder on the rescue  police and the troops of the Central security, as well as the Republican Guards, accusing them of firing live rounds and tear gas against the protestors, killing and injuring a large number of them; as indicated by media sources of the opposition parties they also accused  the security forces of using to toxic gases that are not known and are internationally banned, while the area  has witnessed  heavy security enhancements by the central security forces and armored vehicles and tanks of the Republican Guard that began in the morning, with concrete barriers placed at the entrances to the area on the roads leading to  Alhasabah and Alsafyah areas in the capital Sana'a. 

- On 5 | 4 | 2011, the Prime Minister of the State of Qatar and the foreign minister told a news conference: "  The Yemeni President Ali Abdullah Saleh must depart now from power in Yemen ......." This speech was regarded as unlawful interference in the internal affairs of Yemen and the blatant violation of the sovereignty of Yemen,  which is a member State of the United Nations, as it represented a clear threat to international peace and security and a flagrant violation of the Charter of the United Nations, also it revealed that the   the State of Qatar has been behind all the daily crimes and violations of human rights in Yemen by gangs of sabotage and terrorism and the   legitimate insurgency was backed by the State of Qatar that has been active in Yemen since more than a few years. 
- On  | 3 | 2011,  both Al-Jazeera and Suhail channels have broadcasted   the ugly scandal of torture that occurred in 2007 in an Iraqi prison in the reign of the former Iraqi regime, while above channels have attributed the occurrence of the scandal to Yemen - and specifically that it occurred in the central prison in Sana'a on the 6th of March, 2011. 

- On the 27th of March, Both Al-Jazeera and Suhail have broadcasted a false news item that was the direct cause in an accident  that killed a young Yemeni man, late Najdi Almnagdi a native of the province of Amran, who committed "suicide" due to hearing and believing the news of the false news broadcasted by the above two TV network Al Jazeera and Sohail , due to the content of the false report that said "Rreliable sources confirmed to them that the President of the Republic Ali Abdullah Saleh will leave power in just two hours" and, indeed, after the broadcast of this false news it has caused such a shock to the victim Almnagdi who believed this story, who had made an oath to himself - according to eyewitnesses - that he would kill himself if the president leaves his office before the end of his constitutional term in 2013, so due to broadcast of the false report in the channels above and confirmed by them categorically, the victim believed the false news prompting the victim late Almunjidi to kill himself and that was sad and painful and because of the broadcast of such a false report, which was later denied by official sources, and therefore the two accused channels are all to be - and in accordance to the Shari'ah and the law - are the officials and the instigators of murder of a young Almnagdi cause, and therefore must be held accountable for the incident causing the deaths of young Almnagdi in accordance with all applicable laws as in the rule of  direct murderer crime                                                                                   because they caused the death of a young man  due to the above-mentioned false report, without any justification, let alone that the accused channels have continued to promote their false new and to urge the Sons of Yemen for participating in the sit-ins, rallies, festivals and mass rallies - and unauthorized demonstrations -, the events that preceded campaigns, political information, unprecedented propaganda and enticement, between the poles of the national political parties, represented by the General People's Congress, "ruling party" and JMP "the opposition", and therefore, the products of the media incitement publicly were the killings and injuries and others, to the extent of briefly setting the fire of internal strife and civil war between the Sons of Yemen, hence, the accused channels and their attributes bear the full legal responsibility for all these ongoing crimes, and their responsibility for internal strife which threatens the unity of the Yemeni people, which reached up to  armed clashes between the army and security  forces and some young people who were themselves "victims of the accused  incitement" and the inevitable result of the crimes of public incitement of the accused, has resulted in the occurrence of crimes of violence, insurgency and terrorism in Yemen during this period, through the encouragement of youth and their followers to chant slogans of anti unity, anti revolution, and anti republic that demanded to overthrow the legitimate democratic-based political system , and also resulting in the from of attacking and looting of property and the disruption of the national economy of the country and harm the private and public funds, and disabled- shops owned by Yemeni citizens and stopped the movement of the internal trade and disturbed public tranquility of the community and halted  the school study and other criminal offenses continued that resulted from public incitement by the accused two channels. 
- It is worth mentioning that al-Jazeera and Suhail channels broadcasted the false news about a number of resignations by the leaders in high-Yemeni state and the ruling party and confirming that they have joined the "sit-inners", while in reality all the news broadcasted by the channels were pure lies and not-truth in reality and through the denial of the people who were mentioned in the false news - for example - the false news about the resignation of His Excellency the Attorney-General Dr. Abdullah Alolifi from his official position and his declaration of adherence to what they call the youth revolution- while it became clear that these news were false the Attorney General has denied later the baseless news , what about the other hundreds of civilian leadership and military whom the two channels have lied about their resignations and with determination and surveillance with the goal of weakening abd collapsing the morale of the people and the army and to create confusion among the public opinion and provoke panic and confusion among the people, which may in its result lead to the fall of the constitutional legitimacy of the regime's because of the people believe in such false news  that were broadcasted through the media of the accused channels.

- Analysis of the political crisis of Yemen in 2011

The slogan (the people want to overthrow the regime) is a present requirement   in the current Arab movement after the success of the Tunisian and the Egyptian revolutions in the partial exclusion of the symbols of power from power and drop the family inheritance of power and wealth together.
This has become a slogan that is repeated in other Arab countries, which is a higher ceiling than the demands of reform, which were advocated by political parties and forces before, in the framework of the Constitution and the reference system of governance.
And Yemen was not far from the events in Tunisia and Egypt, although the claimant's demand for change and political reform and the overthrow of the regime were there from earlier times, and that recourse to the street was the paper played by parties in the framework of the regime to use power to meet its demands. What happened in Tunisia and Egypt is that the use of pressure formed a tool in the political conflict between partisan forces to systematically enhance some social and cultural forces to revolve over the power, and put down the fact of the ability of systems to stay in power, in the light of what we have reached the break on all levels: political, economic, cultural, social, internally and externally. So no longer the talks are about the public pressure to reform the constitutional articles and formulas for sharing of power and wealth and the restructuring of the system of governance logically following the events in the region, but it led the revolution of the youth and the popular call for the departure and the demise of political systems at all levels, and  this was broadcasted by the media, moment by moment to form an infection that has become a systems feared by the authorities.
Rather than the opposition leading in all spectra of the street, the street of the   Yemeni youths had a stronger presence on the arena of political action by repeating the scene in the form of revolutionary mass demonstrations and mass marches and sit-ins.
Here comes the study of what is happening in Yemen in the light of previous data, to give a clear map of the conflict and its involved parties


The Active Actors in the crisis:


1 – The authority: where there are two circles:
- President Saleh and the government: who is still clinging to power based on the legitimacy of the free and fair, constitutional and democratic elections      that brought him to power in 2006, and based on: the forces of the army and security services and the dominant popular legitimacy supporting him. In the foreseeable future he does not show any change or any decline in this position.
- The ruling party: the General People's Congress, a political organization, which is  liberal to a certain extent, and currently there are  individual and collective resignations that seemed to appear, at the level of the icons in the Permanent Committee in more than one province, or associate members of the party, or party members in the parliamentary bloc. It is expected that the next few days are witnessing less new resignations.


2 - The Opposition:
A multi-spectrum: there is the political opposition (JMP), there are the religious sectarian armed opposition (Houthis), and there is the opposition to claim the disengagement - separation - (southern movement). They all agree on change, but they are different among themselves on the formula that must be used for the change process.


3 – The Street:
It includes the forces of partisan driven either from the ruling Congress party or the opposition parties represented in the joint meeting, and those forces are all committed to the directives of their organizations and the decisions of party leaders, and there are those elements whose continuation in the street are often based on the decisions of their parties.
The street also has in the South, forces of the southern movement in all of its factions and trends that sees these current circumstances as a chance to achieve a step forward towards disengagement or for correcting the course of the unity.
In addition, the street includes in the Northern provinces of the North, the Hothei forces that are seeking revenge from the regime of Ali Abdullah Saleh, and settling down accounts with him, and plan to take advantage of the fall of the regime to impose their control over their dominant areas.
The street includes the forces of tribal sheikhs who are at odds with Ali Abdullah Saleh and his regime in the north and south, and they considers themselves as deprived of the status quo and could find the space for themselves in the future political status.
In addition to the above, there are the forces of young people - and they are the most important - affected by the prevailing wave and searching for their rights, which is the largest segment, but they are not guided have been taken advantage of by the partisan forces of the Muslim Brotherhood, the forces of the southern movement and the Shi'ite , and by the liberal forces.

 There are - and they are the minority - the forces of liberal youth, and they are a wide range of motivated young people who want a change to the system of values, customs, and social-cultural relations . These forces have begun to manifest themselves through the articles and comments and data declared explicitly. 






- The Influential actors in the crisis: 


- The Regional and international position: a position that is still unseen in  regard to popular revolts, and in general, it gives the regimes messages stating that what is happening is an internal affair, but in Yemen it declared that it is with the dialogue and democratic legitimacy, and against chaos and anarchy. 

- The Tribes: It is not clear until this moment and they are still divided in their positions, although there are provinces and tribes fully calculated on one of the parties and without any party affiliation in most cases. 

-The Religious Scholars: Their role is very negative, yet they are still divided in their attitudes to the two teams with the first that support the authority, and second that has a stream of religious extremist and a supporter of the opposition, they are of "Muslim Brotherhood" and are headed by Sheikh Abdul Majid Alzandani. 

- The army and security services: It is up to the moment of this writing is still mostly standing and loyal to the president and the authority, though there are signs of disobedience and rebellion and defections by some leaders of the brigades and battalions in the implementation of some orders and perhaps the most prominent dissidents of the military is Major-General Ali Mohsen al-Ahmar, a commander of the North Western Military Region, who is also known of being affiliated to the extremist religious trend of Eslah party, and Brigadier General Mohammed Ali Muhsin, commander of the East and others. 
* Fourth: the factual and legal conclusions reached by the Commission and adopting the facts and events that have been investigated.


It has been definitely proven that since the state of unity on the 22nd of May, 1990, the Republic of Yemen has adopted democracy and political pluralism and as a mechanism for building the state and society. Yemen has seen since then a growing activity of the democratic, political and legal based on the Constitution, which guarantees citizens the right to participate in the political, economic, social and cultural rights without discrimination and are inseparable. And human rights issues synonymous with democracy; to all in the existing international principles on the maintenance of freedoms and human dignity. The Yemeni Citizens - according to the Constitution - all of them are equal in rights and duties, and each citizen has the right to participate in political, economic, social and cultural rights and the state guarantees freedom of thought and expression of opinion in speech, writing and photography in the limits of the law, and the citizens have the right to vote, nominate and express their opinions in the referendum, and the law   organizes the rule related to the exercise of this right. 

- And on the 27th of April, 2006 the elections were held in Yemen for the second contested presidential elections, which were free, democratic and with direct participation of all political parties and organizations of Yemen that have resulted in the election victory of President Ali Abdullah Saleh, for a new term of a period of seven calendar years starting from April 2006 and ending in April 2013 in accordance with the provisions of the Constitution,  and was approved by Yemen's opposition parties that participated in this result at the time, and that this electoral process was conducted under the supervision and monitoring of dozens of local civil society organizations and regional and international agencies interested in the oversight of the elections, and perhaps the most notable is the Oversight Group, which represents the mission of the European Union, as well as the team of the United Nations, most of these organizations and international missions and local have issued reports on the control over these elections, and they described the Yemeni presidential elections as successful elections, fair and acceptable, and that they meet with the minimum and acceptable international standards for fair elections, and perhaps the most prominent  and most important of those reports, is the report by the European Union  Mission  to control the Yemeni presidential election and consisted of 44pages, and it is therefore, the international community  must be committed to supporting and protecting the constitutional legitimacy of Yemen and the preservation of the march of the democratic experiment based in Yemen, by requiring all political parties inside Yemen to respect the results of the free and fair elections and the latest of which was the presidential election process that took place in 2006 under the control and supervision of international agencies, and the elections' constitutional legitimacy that will end in 2013., which their fairness has been seen by the whole world, also they have been preceded by more than nine democratic electoral processes of free and fair elections - parliamentary and local and presidential elections -. 

* It is worth mentioning that, the indictment against the defendants was based on the content of the above evidences and the following conclusions:


- Evidence of the leaders of the opposition JMP and their international partners - and with the support of the Government of the State of Qatar and the network of channels Al Jazeera – that they committed serious criminal offenses that are numerous and inhuman practices committed against all the Sons of Yemen in general since the beginning of 2011 till now, and therefore their responsibility towards all the victims who died because of their public incitement to raise the internal strife, which are flagrant violations of all human rights and international conventions and national laws and judicial accountability; necessary before the various bodies and judicial institutions, local and international.

- Evidence of use of components of the opposition JMP of Yemeni children under the age of 18 years and put them in the battle of political conflict with the government, through the exploitation of these children, in violation of all laws domestic and international, without the knowledge of their parents ", and through persuasion and encouragement and public incitement to them by the opposition JMP, as an example of using them to incite death and the hatred of others in the " next martyr project."

- Evidence of the elements of the opposition JMO media and  Aljazeerah channels with the support of the State of Qatar, to have committed the acts of sedition and public incitement to Yemeni citizens, especially young people and adolescents with a view to attract them to join the sit-ins areas to their side through  lies and unfounded news, such as: that the elected Yemeni president  will leave office after hours, or radio news of fake content about the resignation of the leadership in high state and the ruling party , or that their country "Yemen" has been occupied by U.S. and Israeli forces, and that the duty of citizens requires a sit-in in order to prepare to fight those aliens to defend their homeland.

- The final report of the fact-finding team in the areas affected by the sit-ins and confrontations shows that the elements of the opposition JMP are using women and children as human shields in armed confrontations with state forces, and they even force them to do the work in support of their war in a compelling way and under threat and that is contrary to international conventions, norms and laws of Yemen.

- Evidence of the young members of the opposition JMP taking over of the property of many Yemeni citizens, of motor vehicles and chattels and the occupation of houses and real estate owned by the citizens and expelling them, especially those neighboring the yards for sit-ins, as well as people who have nothing to do with the crisis as a kind of pressure on them to join their ranks, and to use them as hostages and the seizure of their liberty without legal justification to put pressure on them to stand with them against the ruling party and the state, as well as the occupation of neighboring citizens' homes  who went out to escape from their homes to other safer places, to punish them by using their homes as barricades to protect themselves in resisting the authorities, and even preventing some of them from taking their money and belongings, which they have confiscated.

- Evidence of the leaders, members of the opposition JMP exhibitions - and through their own media and the support of the State of Qatar - to foster the culture of hatred and sectarianism, to inspire the spirit of internal strife and hostility between members of the Yemeni society in general and in areas where they are located and instill this culture in the minds of all of those they convinced to sit with them, using all methods and provocative ways that generate their hatred and hostility and cause them to retaliate against others, especially those who do not share their beliefs.

- Evidence of the leaders, members of the opposition JMP and their allies of rebels and terrorists, of tempting some ordinary citizens with money, and the exploitation of their poverty and using them as "mercenaries" and arming them for the confrontation with the state forces.

- Evidence of the leaders, members of the opposition JMP and their allies of the rebels, the military and terrorists, of committing fraud and incitement to some of the victims through the use of inciting the religious extremists using houses of worship and the promises of martyrdom for the sake of Allah and for entering Paradise in the event that one of them is killed in any confrontations with the Yemeni government forces, and to consider the war a holy war against the Americans and Israelis who the elements of the opposition JMP claim that they occupy Yemen and fighting in disguised Yemeni army uniforms at other times claiming that the Yemeni army is fighting on their behalf.

- The Committee emphasizes that such acts and practices committed by the youth elements of the opposition JMP and the insurgent groups who were armed  according to what shown by the report of the field team to investigate the facts of the humanitarian situation in some areas of sit-ins in Sana'a and other governorates, are serious criminal offenses and crimes against humanity and a flagrant violation of human rights and international conventions and national legislation, and blunt violation of the ethics of the political struggle of any link not from near or from afar, as they are criminal acts and clearly defined under international law and domestic law, which require more humanitarian efforts and more attention from local civil society organizations and international organizations who are active in the humanitarian field to verify the effects and consequences of political and military conflict procedure in Yemen, and the resulting casualties of innocent civilians who were killed and fall every day due to armed clashes between Yemeni political opponents and their international partners, and thus it require  double efforts to help displaced civilians – who were neighboring yards for sit-ins - to return to their homes, and to compensate them for psychological damage and material damages suffered by them due to their displacement and the impact of displacement on them, and the closures and violations of their rights by the perpetrators and instigators in accordance with national and international laws.
- The Committee noted the increasing numbers of displaced citizens neighboring yards for sit-ins and those affected, and therefore state relief must be considered for displaced persons in accordance with international law, also it imposes on the State and the citizens to perform their duties towards them and to provide them the access to live in dignified and appropriate way, in particular, the segment of women and children so as not to be affected by the circumstances of the political conflict and military crisis between the political parties that will have a psychology impact on them, which will  remain part of their future lives.

- The humanitarian and economic situation existing in the camps and yards of sit-ins make all citizens - especially the neighboring yards for the sit-ins - live in a tragic situations of intolerable, and even more difficult than the blockade and the displacement imposed on them by the protestors and with the support of the parties to the ongoing political crisis, which makes it more complicated, particularly the difficulty to access them by some charitable organizations to provide them with humanitarian assistance.

- The field team of the committee has observed the arrival of relief convoys and humanitarian aid with food and relief aid of medical supplies to some of the neighborhoods adjacent to the camps of the sit-ins areas and especially those located in the courtyard of the University of Sana'a, and the aid is provided by the state and some of the organizations for their brothers affected by the blockade of sit-ins and the events of the confrontations.

- At the same time, the committee has called on the state to take all necessary measures to speed securing roads and resolution of sit-ins to facilitate humanitarian access to all displaced and affected by the existence of the camps of sit-ins beside them along with an invitation to all international organizations working in Yemen as well as civil society organizations to play wide roles in the performance of their functions and the provision of duty in such circumstances.



- The expectations and the final recommendations:

1 - The establishment of an urgent international conference to support Yemen in addressing the causes of the challenges and problems and crises that faces, in the forefront  addressing the challenges of the ongoing political crisis through dialogue and under the roof of the constitutional legitimacy, and addressing the challenges of poverty and unemployment, particularly among young people, and addressing economic and security challenges ..
2 - Assist Yemenis in reinforcing the importance of human rights and maintaining the Yemeni democratic process as a model at the level of the Arab region. And not to allow the forces of obscurantism and terrorist extremist to coup it, because that would mean the confiscation of the opinion of the majority of the Sons of Yemen, killing the democratic experiment in its infancy.

3 –The free international community (states and international organizations and people) to open a judicial investigation of an international prosecution for the crimes they committed as explained above in details, and to be brought to international justice and to ensure that impunity , and the compensation of the Yemeni victims, as well as to enact binding international legislation that criminalizes anyone who targets the unity of Yemen and its democratic  regime, and then condemn any of those acts internationally and locally, and to condemn and criminalize any advocacy of separatism or of splitting or for the return of the Imamate in Yemen again, and to consider them as crimes of international terrorism and to prosecute the perpetrators and their advocates, with the conviction and the prosecution of their partners, funders and instigators, be they States or individuals or NGOs, because they are all partners to assume responsibility for it, religiously and legally.
4 –International trend to support studies and research on how to ensure development and human rights for all, and implementation of awareness programs and training of those involved in the field of human rights, and support the establishment a network of knowledge on human rights in Yemen linking mechanism between it and stakeholders to share information and to promote cooperation in the protection and promotion of human rights.
6 - Support the institutionalization of civil society components to strengthen their partnership with the government for the development of human rights.
7 - Developing mechanisms and the role of non-governmental human rights organizations in monitoring the Yemeni government's performance in this area.
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
